MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
YONSEI UNIVERSITY, SOUTH KOREA
AND

UNIVERSITY OF GOTHENBURG, SWEDEN

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding is to promote cooperation
between Yonsei University, South Korea, and the University of Gothenburg, Sweden.

Separate agreements of cooperation between individual schools, faculties and
departments may be attached to it. Those agreements will be signed by appropriate
officers of the units and will specify details of the cooperation.

By signing this Memorandum the two institutions indicate their willingness to
encourage cooperation and direct contact between schools/faculties and departments
through

e exchange of students,

e exchange of staff and faculty,

e joint research activities

e exchange of publications, reports and other academic information and
e other activities as mutually agreed
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Both parties understand that all financial arrangements will have to be negotiated and
agreed upon with due regard to the availability of funds and other resources. Specific
details for the implementation of activities will be developed mutually for each
particular project.

Student exchanges will take place on a reciprocal basis where tuition fees are waived

by the host university.
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Both universities subscribe to the policy of equal opportunity and do not discriminate
on the basis of age, sex, sexual orientation, race, ethnicity, color, national origin,
religion or disability.

This Memorandum of Understanding is valid from the date of its signing by both
parties and will remain in force for an initial period of five (5) years, unless cancelled
by either party in writing at least six months prior to its expiration. It may be revised
or modified at any time by mutual consent.

Any students who have commenced their stay at either university at the date of
termination may complete their courses of study.

This Memorandum of Understanding is made in two equally authentic copies in
English, one for each of the signing parties.
